Response to Literature Guidelines

Paragraph one: Title of story, Genre (type of story) Author, Characters, Setting, Plot, Author’s point of view.
Paragraph two: What happens in the beginning of the story? You can begin with something like this: First in the story or To begin with…
Paragraph three: What happens in the middle of the story? This is usually where the climax (exciting part) takes place.   What happened?? You may start by saying something like this: The most exciting part was…
Paragraph four: What happens in the end of the story? How does the climax get resolved? You may start off with something like this: In conclusion…
Paragraph five: Personal response. Did you enjoy the story? Are you glad you read it? Would you recommend it to a classmate? Why or why not? Do relate to the main character at all? Why do you think the author wrote this story? What would you tell the author if you had a chance to meet them?
